A 38 plane armada registered for the two
challenges. On board the aircraft were crews
from the USA, Ontario, Manitoba, Quebec,
France and Switzerland. These crews come
from widely varying backgrounds, yet all joined
together quickly to deal with the challenging
weather conditions faced this year.
